On Friday February 2nd the Id-el-Fitr, the Sikuw Kuu of the Mahommedan year, was
celebrated with tne customary formalities, H. M. Acting Sub-Commissioner and Consul accom--
panied by the Protectorate Officials proceeded to the Jubilee Hall at 9-30 ax. and there
met the Wali, Sheikhs, and principal Mahommedans of Mombasa in full Baraza. The usual salute
was fired and the band of the East Africa Rifles was in attendance. After greetings had been
exchanged H. M. Acting Consul and Sub-Commissioner addressed the Baraza as follows :—

“ Wali, Sheikhs, and Mahommedans of Mombasa, I have much pleasure in expressing to
you on behalf of myself and the rest of the European Community cur gratification in being
able once again to meet you here in this beautiful hall and offer you our congratulations on the
begining of your Id-el-Fitr. ,

During the past year we have suffered from Famine and Disease but T hope the worst
is now over and that the next twelve months will be, by God's Grace, a time of peace happiness
and prosperity.

It has been Customary in the past to-congratulate H. H. the Sultan and so I propose to
send the following telegram to Sir Arthur H. Hardinge for him.

From H. M. Acting Consu} to H. M. Consul-General, Zanzibar.

Please convey following to H. H. the Sultan of Zanzibar.

The Wali, Sheiks, and inhabitants of Mombasa join with myself and English Officials i_n
offering your Highness our cordial and respectful congratulations on the occasion of this
festival and in expressing a hope that you may continue to enjoy and health prosperity for many
years to come,

‘ May Gol crown all your wishes and undertakings with success and bestow on you all
happiness and blessings.”

At the conclusion of the speech refreshments were handed round and the Government
Officials left the hall, the band meanwhile playing the « National Anthem.”

Now, therefore, We do hereby warn all Our subjects not to enlish or engage them-
selves in the military service of the Government of either of the said Republics, or in any
way o aid, abet, or assist either of the said Republics in the prosecution of hostilities, and
not to carry on any trade with, or supply any goods, wares, or merchandise to either of the
said Republics, or to any person resident therein, or to supply any goods, wares, or mer-
chandise to any person for transmission to either of the said Republics, or to any person
resident therein, and not to carry any goods, wares, or merchandise destined for either of the
said Republics, or for any person resident therein,

And We do hereby further warn all persons that whoever, in contravention of the law,
shall commit any of the aforesaid acts, will be liable to such penalty as the law provides,

Given at Qur Court at Windsor, this twenty-seventh day of December, in the year
of our Liord one thousand eight hundred and ninety-nine, and in the sixty-third year of Our
